Before you begin, review the step-by-step assembly guide.
For safety and accuracy, it is helpful to assemble the product
with 2 people.

Carefully un-box the product. To prevent scratching, avoid
using sharp blades when removing plastic wrapping. Lay a
blanket or soft cloth on your work area to prevent damage
during assembly.

Do not to over-tighten bolts. Always check for proper
alignment before fully tightening bolts. Be sure to securely
fasten hardware before moving onto the next step.

SAFETY Always wear task appropriate protective gear such as
OSHA-approved glasses, gloves, work boots, etc. Make
FIRST sure you have all supplemental materials, including

hardware and parts prior to beginning. Always follow
instructions.
